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NOTA ASUPRA MATERIALULUI FAUNISTIC DE LA CETATEA POENARI

Keywords: Poenari fortress, 14*"—16% centuries, donjon tower, faunistic remains

Abstract: During the renovation project of the Poenari fortress, short-term archaeological excavations took place in 2023 inside the keep, deemed the
oldest part of the fortification. Faunal remains were represented by 22 animal bones, namely 19 mammal and three bird bones. The species list is small,
dominated by cattle, followed by sheep, goat and pig. Game is represented by a hare bone. The surface of these bones shows evidence of defleshing
and disarticulation.

Rezumat: Cu ocazia deruldrii proiectului de renovare a Cetdtii Poenari, in 2023 a avut loc o scurtd campanie arheologicd in interiorul turnului-donjon,
partea cea mai veche a fortificatiei. Cu aceastd ocazie au fost descoperite 22 de oase de animale, respectiv 19 de mamifere si trei de pdsdri. Lista
speciilor este redusd, fiind dominatd de vitd, ovicaprine si porc. Vdnatul este reprezentat de un os de iepure de cdmp. Suprafata acestor oase prezintd

urme de descdrnare si dezarticulare.

INTRODUCERE

Materialul osteologic analizat provine din sapaturile
de salvare derulate in 2023 in interiorul turnului-donjon,
partea cea mai veche a Cetatii Poenari (jud. Arges), datata
intre secolele XIV=XVI.

Fauna numara 22 de resturi care cantaresc 95 de
grame. Aceste resturi au fost recoltate din complexul 3,
notat de catre colectivul arheologic C3, la o adancime
de -0,25 m.

METODOLOGIE ARHEOZOOLOGICA

in cadrul procesului de determinare taxonomics
a resturilor faunistice, mai ales a oaselor de mamifere,
am folosit colectia de referintd (anatomie comparata)
a laboratorului de Arheozoologie din cadrul Institutului
de Arheologie ,Vasile Parvan” al Academiei Romane. De
asemenea, pentru determinarea acestora a mai fost utilizat
volumul metodologic al lui Schmid?; discriminarea dintre
oaie si capra a fost facuta pe baza scheletului post-cranian
dupa criteriile lui Boessneck si colaboratorii®, iar pentru
uzura dentara la ovicaprine am consultat lucrarile lui Payne®*
si Helmer®.

Pentru corelarea varstelor scheletice/dentare cu varstele
biologice am folosit lucrarea lui Udrescu si colaboratorii®.

Masuratorile resturilor faunistice au fost realizate
cu un subler care prezinta o precizie instrumentala de
1/10 milimetri. Acestea au fost luate dupa recomandarile
lui von den Driesch’.

PREZENTAREA MATERIALULUI FAUNISTIC

Fauna studiata provine dintr-un singur complex
si include 22 de resturi faunistice (95 g), dintre care 19
(86,36%) apartin mamiferelor, celelalte trei fragmente sunt
asociate pasarilor (Aves sp.) (Tabel 1).

Gradul de determinare al faunei este unul foarte
ridicat, tinand cont ca din cele 19 resturi de mamifere,
16 (84,21%) au putut fi determinate taxonomic. Lista
speciilor este redusa, incluzand triada domestica (vita,
ovicaprine si porc), iar vanatul este reprezentat printr-un
singur rest de iepure de camp (Lepus europaeus)
(Tabel 1).

Fragmentele faunistice au toate caracteristicile unor
resturi menajere (de bucatdrie). Pe suprafata acestora
putem observa urme de taiere fina (de descdrnare)
si Tntr-un singur caz s-a evidentiat si o urma de taiere
longitudinala de dezarticulare, efectuata cu o unealta mai
puternica (topor, satar).

Tinand cont de cantitatea infima a materialului
analizat, este dificil de surprins economia animalierd a

Cetatii Poenari, asa ca vom incerca sad prezentdam pe scurt
lotul identificat.

Vita (Bos taurus) a fost identificata printr-un singur
rest menajer, acesta fiind o coasta (Anexa 1, Foto 1).

Oaia (Ovis aries) este reprezentata de un individ
prin doua resturi, o scapula epifizatd de pe partea dreapta
(Anexa 1, Foto 2) si o tibie stanga in curs de epifizare
(Anexa 1, Foto 4), cu o varsta de 1-1,5 ani.

Capra (Capra hircus) este reprezentata de un singur
individ printr-o scapula stanga epifizata (Anexa 1).

Ovicaprinele sunt prezente in lot prin sapte resturi
osteologice apartinand unui individ indeterminabil
taxonomic, acestea fiind un molar superior de 1-1,5 ani,
o vertebra lombara si cinci coaste (Anexa 1).

Se poate observa (Foto 2—4) cum aceste oase au
fost sparte, dezarticulate si descarnate, ceea ce confirma
caracterul menajer al acestor resturi.

Porcul (Sus domesticus) este reprezentat prin trei
resturi care atesta cel putin doi indivizi pe baza a doua
fibule neepifizate distal, ambele de pe partea stanga
(Anexa 1, Foto 5). Acestea nu prezinta urme de interventie
antropica.

lepurele (Lepus europaeus) a fost identificat printr-un
singur rest, un radius stang epifizat distal (Anexa 1, Foto 6),
cu urmatoarele dimensiuni: BP =9,80 cm ; SD = 3,64 cm ;
CD=6,33 cm.

Pasarile (NR=3) nu au putut fi determinate taxonomic,
numarul minim de indivizi fiind stabilit exclusiv pe baza a
doua femure neepifizate de pe partea dreapta (Anexa,
Foto 7).

Din pacate, materialul faunistic analizat reprezinta un
esantion redus, astfel nu putem afirma cu certitudine ca
acesta reflecta situatia economiei animaliere din Cetatea
Poenari. Speram ca, in viitor, daca vor fi descoperite si alte
resturi faunistice, sa putem obtine o imagine completa
asupra dietei personalului cetatii.
